The Lauren A. Davies Scholarship

Lauren Andrea Davies was a courageous young woman who refused to let her life-long struggle
with severe sickle cell anemia define her life. Despite being physically and mentally challenged because
of multiple cerebral strokes and deliberating crises, she completed her secondary education and attended
classes at Germanna College. When a massive stroke at age 24 further limited her mobility and mental
capabilities, she redirected her energies into community service. She was an active volunteer, serving as
a Dolphin ( a one-on-one visitation program) at Woodmont Health Care Center and as an aide to Mrs.
Cleo Lewis at the Anne Hamrick Community House. Lauren was an active member of the Youth Council,
the Usher Ministry, and the Young Adult Choir.

Rev. Rudyard Lewis, an associate minister at Shiloh Old Site, established this scholarship to
honor her memory, her zest for life, her determination to succeed in spite of her limitations, her sparkling

personality and her unshakable faith.

This scholarship will be awarded each year in an amount to be determined by the funds available

and the decision of the Lauren A. Davies Scholarship committee.
